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“I am here today to announce two other matters of concern to the public.
Firstly, I have decided to ask Patrick Ho, Secretary for Home Affairs, to
establish an advisory committee. @~ The members of the advisory
committee will be from the community at large. And what does the
advisory committee do? I have said more than once that throughout this
fight against SARS, Hong Kong people have demonstrated a unique
quality which all of us should be very proud of. I have said many times
that our frontline medical workers, it is their effort, it is their sacrifices
that have made what we have achieved today possible, and what this
advisory committee will do will be searching for and gathering opinions
from all sectors of the community with a view to find a permanent way to
commemorate this wonderful spirit of Hong Kong. The names of this
advisory committee will be announced shortly and I will ask Patrick to
submit a report before the end of June.”
